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The Board of Directors of the Thomas M.
Cooley Law School has voted to name
the law library to honor its founder and
president emeritus, Thomas E. Brennan.
The library is among the nation’s finest
law school libraries. Its collections and
facilities are remarkable, with more than
400,000 volumes and volume equiva-
lents, providing all of the basic research materials for American law.

All alumni, faculty, and staff are invited to attend the dedication cere-
mony scheduled for the evening of Friday, July 12, 2002. Former
President Brennan, President and Dean Don LeDuc, and other distin-
guished participants will celebrate the occasion in the Strosacker Room
on the first floor of the Brennan Library and a cocktail reception 
will follow.

Then, the guests will have an opportunity to continue to socialize over
dinner. A high point of the evening will be the recognition of the alum-
ni who are present celebrating the 25th anniversary of their gradua-
tion from Cooley Law School. Members of the 1977 Christiancy, Felch,
and Graves classes will be introduced to the other guests and their
accomplishments will be noted.

The Thomas E. Brennan Law Library contains more than 4,500 serial
subscriptions and is a depository for selected U. S. government docu-
ments. State materials from all 50 states are on hand, as well as inter-
national and foreign law resources. The library’s 65,000 square feet
also contain group study rooms, video rooms, Law Review and Moot
Court rooms, and up-to-date computer facilities. The dedication of this
impressive facility as the Thomas E. Brennan Law Library is a fitting
tribute to the school’s founder.

President Brennan was admitted to the State Bar of Michigan in 1953,
and practiced law in Detroit for nine years. He was elected to the
Detroit Common Pleas Court in 1961, advanced to the Wayne County
Circuit Court, and finally to the Michigan Supreme Court, where he
served as Chief Justice in 1969 and 1970.

In 1972, Judge Brennan founded the Thomas M. Cooley Law School.
In 1974, he resigned from the court to become the school’s first full-
time dean. A first-rate law library and a namesake of historic stature.
